Making a presentation – legal traps to avoid
Copyright ownership – if you engaged someone to prepare content, did you obtain an assignment of rights, because they may have retained copyright?
Infringement – even if you prepared all the content, how close is it to other existing copyright works, potentially allowing for an infringement claim?
Use of music – if you incorporate music in your presentation, do you have appropriate licences in respect of the lyrics, musical composition and the recording itself (NSAA provides helpful blanket licences in this regard), and do you ensure there is no implied endorsement or infringement of moral rights?

Use of logos, brands – if you incorporate logos in your presentation, have you cleared copyright and trade mark rights, and avoided a misleading affiliation?
Performers rights – does the invitation to the event, or the entry conditions, clarify your rights in respect of any recording of your presentation?

Venue hire – are the terms of your arrangement with the venue clear as to who is liable for any damage caused by attendees, or injury suffered by people on the premises, and do you have appropriate insurance if there is a problem?

Ancillary materials – if you distribute materials at the presentation, is it clear to recipients what rights they have in relation to subsequent use/reproduction/distribution (as there may be a broad licence implied from custom or particular aspects of the event)?
Privacy – if you obtain a list of attendees, do you have their consent to send them further information, or emails in compliance with the Spam Act?

Defamation – does your presentation include anything which might bring a person to disrepute in the eyes of their peers?
Contempt of court – do your materials include anything which might be before the courts (even if only in a general sense, rather than a particular case)?
Royalties – if you receive income from distribution of materials, what rights do you have to audit the records evidencing the payment due to you?
Trade marks – is your program distinctive and so able to be protected by trade mark registration?
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
