Special Resolutions

Below are the proposed changes to the NSAA Articles of Association. Seven resolutions follow. 

In accordance with Clause 19.2 of our Articles, for these resolutions to be successful they must be passed by 75% of voters (in person or by proxy) at a General Meeting. 

In accordance with Clause 5.1 of our Articles, for these resolutions to be successful there must be a quorum of 50% (in person or by proxy) of members who are eligible to vote. i.e. Accredited Members, Professional Members and CSPs.  At current accreditation levels we need a response from at least 84 voting members. 

Background to Special Resolutions 1-4
After trialling a period of 2 years with only one Vice President, the Board has deemed that the position of Senior Vice President should be re-instated. The purpose behind this is to provide great depth of senior leadership to allow for contingencies, and to ensure a smooth succession of senior office bearers.
Special Resolution 1

That clause 5.3 be altered to include “the National Senior Vice President shall be Chairperson in his absence,” 

Special Resolution 2

That clause 7.1.2 be altered to include “the National Senior Vice President”.

Special Resolution 3

That clause 7.2 be altered to change “National Vice President” to “National Senior Vice President”.

Special Resolution 4

That clause 8.7 be altered to include “the National Senior Vice President”.

Background to Special Resolutions 5-8
In the past, practice has been that Chapter Presidents are appointed to the Board at the Annual Convention in March/April, a quarter of the way into their term as Chapter President. The reasoning behind this was to allow for an induction period before they officially took office. The Association now has an Induction and Leadership Development Program for incoming Presidents and Board members and includes a two-day event in the October preceding their year of office. 

The amended resolutions mean that all Board members would commence their term of office on Jan 1 of each year, and then formally be approved at the Annual General meeting at Convention in March/April. This will enable the incoming National President start preparing his or her team well before they commence their term of office, and means they can start implementing strategic plans from Jan 1 each year.

Special Resolution 5 (regarding 2 discretionary Board positions)

That clause 7.1.5 be amended to “a maximum term of 2 years from their date of their appointment, but ending no later than 31st December in the second year of their appointment.”

Special Resolution 6 (regarding Chapter Presidents)

That clause 7.5.1 be amended to “A director appointed under clause 7.1.1 is automatically appointed to the Board at January 1 of the year they assume the position of Chapter President, and holds that position until Dec 31 of that year.”

Special Resolution 7 (regarding National Presidents, Senior Vice President and Vice President)

That in clause 7.2 the second sentence be amended to “The business of the meeting shall include the ratification of the appointment of the National President, National Senior Vice President and Vice President for the period of 1 January through to 31 December of the following year.”

Special Resolution 8
That in clause 7.2 the fifth sentence be amended to “The National President shall also appoint a Treasurer and Company Secretary for the period of 1 January through to 31 December of the following year subject to the ratification by the Board.” 

Background to Special Resolution 9-10
A number of years ago there was a Board decision to change the term ‘Affiliates’ to ‘Associates’, however this change has not been reflected in the Articles of Association. This resolution would keep our Articles of Association in line with association practice.

Special Resolution 9
That in clause 2.6 (b) all reference to the term ‘Affiliate’ be amended to ‘Associate’.

Special Resolution 10
That in clause 2.7 all reference to the term ‘Affiliate’ be amended to ‘Associate’.

Background to Special Resolution 11
‘ASM’ was the previous term for the Accreditation level that is now called ‘Member’.

Special Resolution 11
That in clause 2.7 all reference to the term ‘ASM’ be amended to ‘Member status ’.
Background to Special Resolution 12
The Articles of Association currently state that the Treasurer is a non-voting Director of the Association. The current Board considers that the Treasurer should have a vote at Board meetings.

Special Resolution 12
That in clause 7.1.3 ‘and National Treasurer’ (shall not have a vote) be deleted.

Background to Special Resolution 13
Clause 7.9 of the Articles of Association currently refer to a Junior Vice President, a position that will be known as Vice President.

Special Resolution 13
That in clause 7.9 the term ’Junior’ be deleted.
